Forest Pest Council-

- California Oak Mortality Task Force (COMTF)

- An Update on the Big Sur Region — Forests in the Big Sur region that burned in 2008
during the Basin and Chalk wildfires now have very high fuel levels as well as lush basal
resprouting in redwood, tanoak, madrone, and California bay laurel. Burned areas that were
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infested with P. ramorum prior to the fires are slowly becoming reinfested with the pathogen
as well as other Phytophthora species.

To address the increased fuel loads from P. ramorum and the 2008 wildfires, several
programs are underway. The Los Padres National Forest and the Nature Conservancy’s
Fire Learning Network initiated Fire Scape Monterey in the spring of 2011, which brings
community members and 27 public and private organizations together to work on local fire
issues.

- Jackson Demonstration State Forest - Tanoak and California bay laurel trees were
found P. ramorum positive in August on Jackson Demonstration State Forest (JDSF),
confirming the pathogen’s presence on the Forest following positive stream sampling and a
June 2013 USDA Forest Service Aerial Survey that identified suspicious tanoak mortality.
The positive trees were identified in the North Fork of the South Fork (NFSF) of the Noyo
River, adjacent to the remote Trestle Trail.

The amendments are also
intended to remove impediments to the treatment of hazardous fuels conditions caused by the
presence of nonnative, highly flammable eucalyptus species (Eucalyptus sp.). Possible action item:
