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“Hydrologic Disconnection means the removal of
direct routes of drainage or overland flow of road
runoff to a watercourse or lake by directing drainage
or overland flow on to stable portions of the forest
floor to dissipate energy, facilitate percolation, and
resist or prevent erosion or channelization.”

“Stable Operating Surface means a road or landing
surface that can support vehicular traffic and has
structurally sound road base appropriate for the type,
intensity and timing of intended use.”
